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From the Desk of Dr. Teresa Frankovich, M.D., MPH: 

 

Immunizations are one of the most important public health achievements of the 20th century.  It is estimated that in 

the past 20 years alone, vaccines have saved 750,000 lives and prevented 332 million illnesses in the U.S.  The 

science is clear-- vaccination is both highly effective and extremely safe.  In spite of this fact, parental concerns 

about safety have grown, in large part due to the abundance of misinformation disseminated widely across the

Michigan parents have responded by simply declining or delaying vaccination for their children. 

Unfortunately, Michigan now has one of the highest immunization waiver rates in the country.   In fact, the state fell 

from 5th to 47th in national rankings for full vaccination coverage in just 5 years. 

In Michigan, waivers for vaccination may be on medical, religious or philosophical grounds. Healthcare providers 

complete a small number of medical waivers for children who cannot receive some vaccines due to an underlying 

health condition, such as cancer or immune deficiency. But the vast majority of waivers are signed by parents citing 

philosophical or, less frequently, religious opposition to vaccination.  Religious opposition is puzzling because in 

reality, objection to vaccination by formal religious doctrine is very rare. 

Maintenance of herd immunity through vaccination of a high percentage of the population is essential to disease 

prevention.  When a large percentage of the population is immunized and resists infection, there are fewer 

individuals capable of spreading disease, particularly to those who are too young or too ill to be vaccinated.  

Declining immunization rates put the entire community at risk. Therefore, in 2014, a change was made in the 

administrative rules of the public health code in Michigan requiring that parents who wish to waive immunization 

for their children, first present to the local public health department for immunization education.  The health 

department may then provide a certified waiver. 

Prior to this amendment, parents whose children were not up to date on their immunizations could sign a waiver 

form with the school secretary, allowing the child to immediately enter school.  Because of this, even parents who 

had no particular opposition to vaccination, would often sign a waiver to expedite school entry and then fail to 

follow through on vaccination at a later, more convenient time.  In addition, it was clear that parents, who were 

making a conscious decision not to immunize, were often doing so because they had not received credible 

information about vaccines.  The new process will ensure that every parent is given accurate, credible information 

and will have a chance to have questions and concerns addressed. 

Public Health nurses have received training on working with concerned parents and doing so in collaborative, non-

adversarial manner. The state is already seeing a decline in waiver rates since implementation of the rule in early 

2015, but whether it will be enough to curtail some of the outbreaks we are seeing across the country, is not yet 

clear. Attention will be focused on states like California, which are going a large step further and not accepting 

waivers for anything other than medical indications ς a practice already in place in Mississippi and West Virginia. In 

Mississippi last year, 99.7% of kindergarteners were fully vaccinated. 

The parental decision to immunize or not immunize a child is an important one and has implications for everyone in

Personal Health Programs  

Breast & Cervical Cancer Control Navigation Program 

(BCCCNP) provides free annual exams for eligible 

women aged 40-64.  In FY15, 75 women participated in 

BCCCNP and the following were found: 30 breast 

abnormalities and six cervical cancer abnormalities.  

Due to changes in the healthcare and insurance 

environments, BCCCNP has expanded to include two 

distinct service lines: 

Navigation only services ς navigation assistance to 

newly insured women. 

Caseload services ς will continue, including Family 

Planning clients referred with cervical and/or breast 

abnormalities, and underinsured women needing 

assistance related to breast and cervical abnormalities 

that are not current BCCCNP clients.

PHDM offers families support 

such as:  coordinating specialized services, assisting with 

mileage reimbursement, lodging, billing issues, nursing 

care plans, and needed services.  In 2015, PHDM 

assisted 175 CSHCS families. 
 

Early On of Delta County offers free early intervention 

for children less than 36 months that have 

developmental delays. EO staff provided services for 

128 children throughout 2015, and received 123 

referrals in FY15. 
 

Family Planning provides general reproductive health 

assessments; contraceptive services; STI services; health 

education, counseling and referrals as needed. In FY15, 

693 clients received services. 

 

Hearing & Vision Screening offers services for school-

aged children. A total of 2,074 children were screened 

for hearing and 2,564 for vision in FY15.

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Personal Health Programs  

 

Immunizations were provided at PHDM to infants, 

children and adults on-site and at many off-site clinics 

such as local schools, businesses, senior centers and 

housing facilities. PHDM oversees vaccine distribution 

to area providers who participate in the Vaccines for 

Children (VFC) Program. The VFC Program continues to 

provide free, state-funded vaccine to eligible children 

18 years of age and younger. PHDM provided 4,221 

immunizations to clients in FY15. 

  

Lead Prevention offers blood lead testing for children 1 

to 3 years old.  In FY15, 474 children were screened for 

lead, seven of which had elevated leads. Referrals and 

follow-ups are provided for families that have children 

with elevated lead levels.   

 

Maternal Infant Health Program (MIHP) is an 

evidence based home visiting program that continues 

to offer services to Delta & Menominee residents.  

Pregnant women and infants with Medicaid may 

receive visits from either a Registered Nurse or Social 

Worker and may see a Registered Dietitian as needed. 

In FY15, 830 visits were made through MIHP. 

 

Medicaid Outreach- PHDM staff provide application 

and enrollment information to clients in need of 

insurance.  These insurance programs include 

Medicaid, MIChild, MOMs and the Healthy Michigan 

Plan. This fiscal year more than 7,300 clients and callers 

were screened for Medicaid/Healthy Michigan Plan 

eligibility; of this, 671 were pregnant women, young 

children and infants.  At the end of September 2015, a 

total of 8,809 Delta/Menominee residents were 

enrolled in Medicaid; 268 Delta/Menominee children 

were enrolled in MIChild and more than 1,779 were 

enrolled in the Healthy Michigan Plan. 

  

 

 
 

Healthy Families Upper Peninsula is a 

nationally accredited, evidence-based, 

home visiting program being implemented 

in the Upper Peninsula with funding from 

the Michigan Department of Health and 

Human Services (MDHHS). Healthy Families 

is a free and voluntary home visitation 

program, designed to help strengthen 

families with services that begin during the 

ÍÏÔÈÅÒȭÓ pregnancy or within three months 

ÁÆÔÅÒ ÔÈÅ ÉÎÆÁÎÔȭÓ birth. Services are 

intensive; families receives weekly home 

visits that decrease in frequency and 

duration, as families increase protective 

factors such as making progress in 

providing a safe, healthy, stable 

environment for their children.  

Public Health, Delta & Menominee Counties 

started implementing this program in FY15, 

hiring one full time Family Support Worker. 

She provides homebased services, in both 

Delta and Menominee counties, offering 

support, education, and helping nurture the 

life-long parent-child relationship.

PHDM programs across the board continued 
to see a decline due to the Affordable Care 
Act that took effect in 2014.  

MCIR, aƛŎƘƛƎŀƴΩǎ ƛƳƳǳƴƛȊŀǘƛƻƴ ŘŀǘŀōŀǎŜΣ ǿŀǎ ŎǊŜŀǘŜŘ 

to collect reliable and up-to-date immunization 

information from a variety of health care organizations 

for Michigan residents.  Having access to MCIR helps 

reduce vaccine preventable diseases and over- and 

under-vaccination.  The types of organizations with 

access to MCIR include hospitals, private provider 

offices, schools and licensed childcare programs.  

PHDM houses Region 6 MCIR, which covers the 15 

counties in the Upper Peninsula.  The Region 6 office 

merged about 600 duplicate sets of records, created 

new records for 60 adoptions, processed 500 changes 

to records initiated by the provider offices, assisted 253 

individuals with their password/logon information, and 

trained over 400 users on the various modules in MCIR, 

all while handling 2,200 helpdesk calls. 

MCIR now has the capability of accepting electronic

EMR/EHR; there are currently 59 sites in Region 6 using 

HL7, the electronic method of entry into MCIR. 
 

STI/HIV- PHDM staff assess risk for HIV aƴŘκƻǊ {¢LΩǎΦ 

Testing is done on-site (treatment and referral services 

are in place for those with a positive test). Testing and 

education services are offered to the county court 

systems for offenders charged with criminal sexual 

conduct, and PHDM participates in victim notification 

and education when needed.  In FY15, 33 clients were 

tested for HIV, six of these were court-ordered.  Of the 

33, eight were also tested for Hepatitis B, 14 for 

Hepatitis C, and nine for syphilis.  

Chlamydia is the most frequently reported bacterial 

sexually transmitted infection in the U.S. In FY15, 

PHDM had 132 reported cases of chlamydia in Delta 

and Menominee counties. Under-reporting is 

substantial because most are unaware of their 

infections and may not seek testing.  PHDM also 

reported eight new gonorrhea cases, 60 Hepatitis C, 

and one HIV. 
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In June 2015, PHDM began to apply fluoride 
varnish in the WIC clinics to infants from 6 
months of age to children up to 3 years of age.  
Fluoride varnish is a protective coating that is 
painted on teeth to help prevent new cavities 
and helps stop those that have already started. 
PHDM has already provided this beneficial 
service to 29 children.

Senior Screening -PHDM provided comprehensive 

screening & referral services for residents age 60 and 

older with little or no insurance.  Sixty-three clients 

received a free health assessment which included:  

blood pressure, total and HDL cholesterol, glucose, 

hemoglobin, height, weight, hemoccult testing and 

urinalysis.  
 

Well-Integrated Screening & Evaluation for Women 

Across the Nation (WISEWOMAN) provides annual 

screenings of cholesterol, glucose, and blood pressure 

for women enrolled in BCCCNP. Participants who are 

ready to make behavior change receive health coaching 

in efforts to reduce chronic disease risk factors.  A total 

of 71 women were served by this program. Two of the 

women participated in the new Entrepreneurial 

Gardening Program, and the Menominee Community 

Garden was established with a $2,000 WISEWOMAN 

grant in FY15. 
 

Women, Infants & Children (WIC) provides free 

nutrition education, health referrals, breastfeeding 

support and supplemental food for eligible clients.  In 

FY15, 1,704 clients were enrolled in WIC. In the summer, 

WIC provides $20 Project Fresh coupon booklets to 

eligible families that enables them to purchase fruits and

Cervical Cancer Control Navigation Program (BCCCNP), 

which provides annual exams to qualifying women 40-64 

years of age, the WHC provides annual exams to women 

who prefer to utilize the health department. Women 

that no longer have a need for birth control are eligible

If a 

cancer diagnosis is given, the woman can be enrolled 

into Medicaid to help assist with medical bills. New to 

PHDM in 2014, WHC screened 112 women for FY15.
